Following the issue of the African Gender Award to President
Armando Guebuza in January 2009 and elections in October 2009, women made up 39.2% of th
Parliament, ranking Mozambique ninth in the world rankingfomenin national parliamentShealso
presentedhe case of Rwanda whose efforts in the promotion of waneeased afteits reception of

the Award While in 2007 year of its nomination Rwanda counted 40% of women parliamentarians, in
2009 we counted 53%f them.Similarly, in Senegalefforts can be noted in the advancement of women
since Presidentodos Wade n o mherGavemment ofenegalbdaded byf o r
President Abdoulaye Wade is indeeeg@ioneer in the fight for gender equality with the new deree on
Absolute @nder Parity which establishes perfect equality between men and women iStaté
AssembliesTheMinister remarked thatoonin Senegabn electoral list®ne person out of twoauld be

a woman.

A second question was what are the expectations of the Panel on the performances of the 53 Afric:
states to achieve the millennium development goals?

Ms Bineta Diop saluted the efforts made by the African Uniomtegrate women in all spheres of life

and governance by declaring this decade, the decade of women. Nevertheless she stressed that there
still many gaps to be filled in terms of gender parity in many African countries. Indeed, the Minister
insisted on the need to make women autonomous in order to target the MDGs from all angles: social
health, education, economic and, politic. The panel also talked about the need to double efforts to stc
violence against women especially in armed conflicts.

Ladly, the panel wassked whether Senegal was a model for other African countries.

To this Ms Dieng responded by reminding the very important decrédsolute Gender Paritgigned
